All applicants must complete this application form and send three complete copies of this application as well as the other documentation that is required.
A school can nominate a maximum of two students.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

· The applicant must be a New Zealand citizen or have permanent New Zealand residency.
· The applicant should have a genuine interest and aptitude in science. 
· The applicant should be seriously considering a career in the science or relating areas. These 
can be taken to include natural, physical, mathematical and information sciences, 
applied sciences, technology, engineering, social science and multi-disciplinary science
CRITERIA

· The applicant must be studying at least two science subjects and preferably three and attaining at least a merit and preferably an excellent grade especially in their science learning areas.
· The applicant must have excellent oral and communication skills.

· The applicant should be involved in the school community in a leadership role or 
participating in extra-curricular school activities.
